In establishing this Exchange Agreement, Rotary Youth Exchange Committee JAPAN (D.xxxx) and the Exchange Partner above (Partner) agree to the following terms:

A. Foundation of Exchange

1. The districts involved in this exchange are properly certified by Rotary International, and that the
  exchange partner will be informed immediately of any change in certification status.
  2. All students who are sponsored for exchange will be carefully selected and adequately prepared, 
    a process to include personal interviews by Rotary Youth Exchange representatives of applicants 
    and their parents, and orientation programs that include but are not limited to discussion of program
    rules, expectations of students, support systems, intercultural adaptation, and sexual abuse 
    and harassment.
3. Students must be in good physical and mental health, with no recurring history of medical or
  psychological problems (e.g. depressions, anorexia, bulimia, etc.).

4. Every effort will be made to provide at least two host families (max. 5 host families) for all exchange students, to appropriately select, screen, and prepare those host families, and to ensure that the families provide an appropriate and welcoming environment for the student. No family may host more than one student simultaneously, except for brief visits or emergencies.

5. Each hosted student will be provided in advance of the student’s arrival, the name and contact information of at least one Rotarian counselor, who may not simultaneously be a host parent.

6. In case of serious disciplinary or other problems concerning an exchange student, the host district will immediately contact the student’s home district to discuss the problem before taking action to terminate an exchange.

  7. In JAPAN, Inbound students should concentrate their effort on talking with their host-families by Japanese rather  

    than to connect to their friends or families of their home country by online-chat of internet.

8. This “Agreement” has to be understood on a mutual basis. For any claims regarding the program participants of this “Agreement” both the sending and receiving district declare to agree with a place of jurisdiction in the respective country of the receiving district.

B. Deadlines for Paperwork
1. Application forms must be received by the host district/multi‐district no later than Month,Day 20xx.
  2. All documents necessary for obtaining a student visa, including completed Guarantee Forms, 
    must be returned to the sponsor district/multi‐district no later than Month,Day, 20xx.
  3. RYE JAPAN prefers to send and receive all documents (Application Forms, Guarantee Forms, etc.) 
    electronically (color scanned copies as PDF-file), except the documents which are needed in original 
    for visas.

  4. These deadlines may be extended by agreement of both partners, in cases where last‐minute
    additions or replacements are involved, or under other special circumstances.

(2) In addition, enrollment in National Health Insurance of JAPAN (NHI) is mandatory for all students who are to stay more than 3 months in Japan.
Students must apply for NHI as soon as they register as residents in Japan after their arrival. Additional approx. 30,000 JPY, which varies by each municipal, is requested to cover a part of the NHI tax. This NHI tax must be paid by the inbound students.
	

	5. Transportation 

	All students must have a round‐trip ticket to the destination specified by the host district. The ticket must have an OPEN return, or
allow for a change of return date with
minimal or no charges. Before booking 
a return date, the student must consult the return date with the host club.
	

	6. Arrival
